Focus On Concepts You Are Struggling With

· Work smarter not harder: don’t waste time reviewing material you already know well.
How Do I Determine What I Know and Don’t Know?

· Try to identify if your misunderstanding is conceptual or procedural.  If it is conceptual, GET CLARIFICATION IMMEDIATELY.  If it is procedural, try to work slower and pay closer attention to detail.

Time yourself and reflect on the results.  A suggested time line can be found below.  Also, when reviewing quizzes and exams, rewrite any questions you got wrong.

While you study, remember the strategies we talked about for writing multiple choice exams versus written response:  use your calculator as much as possible; identify key words/terms/phrases and cross out information that is meant to distract you; organize information based on what you know; clearly identify what the question is asking you; try to work backwards from a possible solution; try to eliminate incorrect answers using basic reasoning; don’t memorize, conceptualize – in other words, try your best to understand which concepts would be most useful and efficient in solving a particular problem; only memorize material that will help make your mental math more efficient – remember, you get a formula sheet; be sure you recognize and understand every single formula on your formula sheet, how to manipulate it and when/where it can/cannot be used.
